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Mahathir bin Mohamad, the longest-serving Prime Minister of Malaysia from 1981 to 2003, focused on economic
growth and modernization during his tenure. His “Look East Poli put an emphasis on the lessons from the
East Asian development models, especially from Korea and Japan, and led Malaysia to become one of the newly
industrialized countries. During the Asian financial crisis in 1997, Mahathir re d to receive support from the IMF
and pursued his own measures to tackle the crisis.
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Jim BOLGER, Former Prime Minister of New Zealand
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Jim Bolger, the nine-time Member of Parliament from 1972 till his retirement in 1998, served as the 35" Prime
Minister of New Zealand for seven years from 1990 to 1997. He is renowned for his bold reforms of all areas of the

country, including government organizations, which eventually led to economic recovery. Bolger has been inspiring
many other world leaders as an “icon of reform.”
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GOH Chok Tong, Former Prime Minister of Singapore
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Goh Chok Tong served as Singapore’s second Prime Minister for fourteen years from 1990 to 2004, with his ample
experience built during his terms as Minister of Finance, Minister for Trade and Industry, Minister for Health, and
Minister for Defense. Despite of series of national crises such as Asian financial crisis in 1997 and SARS outbreak
in 2003, Goh has been credited for his skilled managements. After resigning from Prime Minister, he served as
Senior Minister and Chairman of the Monetary Authority and currently holds title of Emeritus Senior Minister of
Singapore.
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Enrico LETTA, Former Prime Minister of Italy
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Enrico Letta, the 55" Prime Minister of Italy, has renown for the second youngest leader in post-war ltaly. He
is highly acclaimed for his flexibility to embrace both liberals and conservatives, and for his wide experience as
Minister of Industry, Member of the European Parliament, and Deputy Secretary of the Democratic Party. Currently,
Letta is Dean of the Paris School of International Affairs (PSIA) at Sciences Po in Paris
